DRESS CODE GUIDELINES

We want all participants to be comfortable during Grad Bash. This document will provide details on what is
acceptable and not acceptable to wear to Grad Bash. Universal Orlando Resort’s Security team strictly
enforces all dress code regulations for Grad Bash.

School Name/Logo Attire
e Seniors are NOT permitted to wear attire with their school's name or logo

College/Professional Attire
e College and Professional team names and logos on clothing attire are permitted (i.e. polos, shirts)
e No jerseys of any kind are permitted

What is OK to wear to Grad Bash

Accessories
e Sunglasses, hats, & belts
Bags/Purses
e Any bags and purses must be under the
size of 8.5” x 5.5” (half sheet of paper)
e Drawstring bags ARE allowed
Tops/Shirts
e Casual tops and T-shirts
e No midriff shirts, shirt sleeves must be 3”
wide, no halter tops
e Brand name (i.e. Nike, Adidas, UnderArmor,
etc.) are allowed
e No undershirts as an outer garment
e Jackets are allowed (no school jackets)
Bottoms
e Jeans, leggings, running shorts, shorts, and
skirts are permitted
e Excessive holes/ shreds on jeans are not
allowed. Leggings cannot be sheer or of
see-through material
Dresses
e Dresses and rompers are permitted; must
be mid-thigh in length, sleeves must be 3”
wide
e Spandex bodysuits will not be permitted
Shoes
e Comfortable shoes, tennis shoes, dress
sandals, boots, and flip flops are permitted

What is NOT OK to wear or bring
to Grad Bash

Clothing that exposes excessive portions of
skin that may be viewed as inappropriate

e Tank tops, undershirts, sleeveless tops (less
than 3 inches in straps)

e Clothing with obscene, offensive language
or graphics

e Area codes displayed on clothing

e Clothing with excessive holes or shredding

e Clothes that are too tight or revealing such
as spandex bodysuits

e Visible undergarments

e Tops that show midriff or cleavage

e Short shorts showing too much skin or
shredded too high.

e Dress, skirt, and romper hemlines must be
no shorter than mid-thigh

e Pants/shorts falling below the waist

e Accessories such as chains, spiked collars,
studded/spiked belts, or accessories that
include sharp objects

e High school team name, logo, or mascot

e Jerseys of any kind (including college and
professional)

e |arge backpacks or purses larger than 8.5”
x 5.5” (half sheet of paper)

e Matching or like attire

e No glass containers i.e. perfume, cologne,
body spray

e No open water bottles
